It is the only international group uniting all branches of the travel and tourism
industry. Its members, the industry's managers and executives, meet at local, national, regional and international levels to discuss and pursue topics of common interest.

The first Club was founded in 1932 in Paris by travel managers, following an educational tour of Scandinavia. The idea of international goodwill and friendship grew and, in
1934, the “Association Internationale des Skil Clubs" was formed with Flon.nnnd Volckaert as its first President, who is considered the “Father of Skdl™

Skél International today has approximately 17,000 members in 400 Clubs throughout 80 nations. Most activities occur at local level (in our case Skal International Puerto Rico
or SIPR), moving up through National/Regional Committees (Skal International USA or STUSA), under the umbrella of Skl International, headquartered at the General
Secretariat in Torremolinos, Spain.

Skil International is governed by an Executive Committee of six members, elected by delegates to an annual General Assembly, held during the World Congress, hosted by a
different country each year. This allows members first-hand observation of the travel and tourism potential around the world. The 2015 members are President Salih Cene,
Antalya, Turkey, VP Nigel Pilkington, Auckland, New Zealand, VP David Fisher, Nairobi, Kenya and Directors, Lou Conkling, Louisville, KY USA, Rafael Millan Perez,
Cuernavaca, Mexico and Susanna Saari, Turku, Finland.

Through our leadership, professionalism and friendship, work together to achieve our Vision, maximise networking opportunity and support a responsible tourism industry.

You can find all this information, including a database of all members and officials on the www.skal.org website, but you should know that currently the International President
is Salih Cene, the USA President is Martha McClintock and the SI Puerto Rico President is Mickey Espada.

The key people for us on the international level are Lou Conklin, of the six-member Executive Committee, and Llana Smith, the USA International Councillor. There are 40
International Councillors representing the same number of Skal regions in the world.

The two members of the Secretariat in Torremolinos that we deal with most are Yvonne Mansel, Secretary General Assistant, and Daniel Cevera, Congress Coordinator.
